	In-Flight Maneuvering of GTM Vehicle

	1. Establish positive communications
2. Begin GTM movement to CAP grid that contains target

3. Maneuver GTM to link up point that is located in CAP Grid – must be a location that can be identified from both ground & air
4. Positively ID GTM vehicle

5. Move GTM vehicle from known location to known location
6. Maneuver GTM vehicle from intersection to intersection giving backstops (backstops are known locations that if the GTM reaches they need to stop)

7. Utilize WA Wing Gazetteer or state highway map
