	Aircraft In-flight Emergency Occurs

1. I will maintain control of the aircraft & climb

2. Situation – Assess the problem & utilize entire crew to solve the problem
3. Aircraft Checklist – Direct Observer to read you Appropriate Emergency section
Emergency Declared to ATC 
1. Aircraft – Establish stable at best glide speed       (as needed)

2. Intentions – Announce to crew what your intentions are

3. Landing Field – Determine best location for off field landing – Get input from crew 
4. Communications CAP/COMM 2 – Direct Observer to broadcast MAYDAY & current position

5. Door – Open and close latch prior to touchdown

6. Seatbelts – Tighten as tight as possible 

7. Aircraft – Continue to fly aircraft until movement stops

	Emergency Egress

	1. C206/MAULE – Raise Flaps to allow scanners to exit upon touchdown 

2. Exit – Give command of “EGRESS, EGRESS, EGRESS” when aircraft stops moving

3. C182 – Follow Observer out of Observer door

4. C206 – Exit out of Pilot door

5. MAULE – Exit out Pilot door

6. Crew – Link up 50 feet from tail of aircraft
