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CAPR 62-2, dated 7 December 2007, is supplemented as follows:

3b.
Added.  Copies of this supplement shall be:

(1) Posted conspicuously on a bulletin board at each unit within Washington Wing,

(2) Posted conspicuously at all CAP activities,

(3) Reviewed during the initial safety briefing to all CAP members participating in CAP activities of more than one day’s duration,

(4) Retained in the vehicle information file book in all CAP vehicles assigned to units within Washington Wing,

(5) Retained in the AIF (Aircraft Information File book) in all aircraft assigned to units within Washington Wing.

3c.
Added.  All flight release officers, before authorizing a flight, shall verify that the pilot is familiar with the provisions of this supplement, and shall inform the pilot requesting flight release that the aircraft shall not be operated until a current copy of this supplement is posted in that aircraft’s book carried in the aircraft.

3d. 
Added.  Upon receipt of this supplement the unit commander shall return a letter, email, or signed and dated copy of this supplement to the Washington Wing Director of Safety, certifying receipt of this supplement and that it has been posted in the applicable locations listed in section 3b. above.
