	Aerial Photography Camera Checklist

	Start up – Things to Check before you leave the ground

	1. Check for Memory

2. Check the battery supply
3. Check the focus – make sure it is set for manual focus, then check your focus
4. Check the image size

5. Check that the camera is set to picture mode
6. Check the sleep mode and set it on the highest mode

7. Check to make sure the flash is in manual mode or turned off

	In the Air

	1. Turn on the Camera – Button on top of the camera
2. Take one or two practice shots while en route to target
3.  Make sure the GPS is set on SAR mode so that observer can hit ‘mark’ when you take an image

4. Engage other aircrew members with recording of lat/long and time of photos

5. Follow the prescribed method of taking the images. 

6. Take MORE than one image at each location, if possible – you will have plenty of memory and it is cheaper than fuel!!

	Things to Remember

	1. The pilot flies the plane. You are in charge of the mission.

2. Guide the Pilot to position the plane in the best possible place for you to get the best shots of the target.
