I. Once in search area utilize Communication Radio’s to conduct wing Null.  

a. Search Crew will plot direction of Null on cart

b. Search Crew will move to a second location and conduct a second Null and plot on the chart.  The observer or Scanner will plot the intersection of the two azimuths on their chart.

II. Conduct DF of ELT signal. 

III. Conduct a point based search either an Expanding Square or Sector search.
Note* During Expanding Square Search make all turns to the right and have Scanner reposition behind Observer. MO task 2007 can only be performed if PELT is located at airport and crew lands and silences the PELT.
