4. Communicate with Ground Team by use of visual signals from Ground to Air.

5. Aircrew will be prepared for GTM to maneuver them from point A to point B to confirm possible target identified by GTM.

SPECIFICS: Crew will link up with Ground Team at Lat/Long ____,____N by _____,____W vicinity of CAP grid ____.
I. Crew will establish FM Comms with GTM enroute to link up point.  Once FM communications are established crew will communicate with GTM on off freq from primary base freq. 
II. Crew will maneuver GTM a minimum of 5 miles utilizing road maps or WA State Gazetteer.  Crew will maneuver GTM by vehicle to a location vicinity of Lat/Long ____.____N by _____,____W vicinity of CAP grid____.
III. Crew will direct GTM a minimum of 400m with one direction change for dismounted maneuver of GTM.  Crew will maneuver GTM by foot to a location vicinity of Lat/Long ____.____N by _____,____W vicinity of CAP grid____.

Note* It is recommended that the crew link up with the GTL on the ground face to face prior to either the GTM or aircrew launching.
