2. Train on GPS waypoint operations

3. Train on Aerial Photo operations

4. Train on Crew Resource Management 

5. Train SDIS operations

SPECIFICS: Receive Target to be photographed at Lat/Long ____,____,____N by _____,____,____W vicinity of CAP grid ____.
I. Crew will establish an Initial Point (IP) Three nautical miles south of the Target at Lat/Long ____,____N by _____,____W.

II. Crew will enter IP into GPS as user waypoint.  

III. Crew will fly direct to IP, then turn inbound to the Target on a heading of 359deg magnetic.

IV. Crew will pass over target, mark and record Lat/Long of target on WAWGForm3AC.

V. Crew will commence on photo run of target ensuring that photos are taken from each cardinal direction.  An overhead shot may, or may not be required.

VI. Mission Pilot will orbit area while Electronics Officer edits and transmits photos to assigned email addresses.

VII. Crew will move to subsequent targets if assigned utilizing an IP at each target.

Note* During the photo run the Aerial Photographer (AP) will use the phrase “Ready, Ready, Ready, Mark” to denote when he/she takes the photo.  When the AP says the word “Mark ”they will press the shutter on the camera.  When the Mission Observer (MO) hears the AP say “Mark” he/she will press the MRK key on the GPS.  They will record the Lat/Long of when the photo was taken on the 3AC.  They will also record direction of the photo and the aircraft altitude.  Only one photo per cardinal direction per target will be taken.

Fly @ 2500’ MSL to and from the Target area (remain clear of Class B airspace).
Fly @ 1000’ AGL during Photo Run.
