� Current Membership Card  
� Copy of your parents’ medical card (front and 

back)  
� 1 OD web belt with canteen and canteen cover or 

a camel back 
� 1 short sleeve AF blues shirt/blouse  
� 1 pair AF blue pants  
� 1 set of cutouts, grade insignia, ribbons, and 

nametag  
� 1 flight cap with hat device  
� 2 white V-neck T-shirts (Optional for females)  
� 1 AF blue tie-tab (females), or tie with tie tack 

(males) (Optional) 
� 1 AF blue belts with silver buckle (for AF blues that 

require a belt)  
� 1 pair of black low quarter shoes   
� 7 sets of underwear  
� 3 Bras (female), white or gray, at least 2 sports-

type  
� 7 pairs of black socks (3 for low quarters, 4 for 

boots)  
� 3 pairs of athletic socks  
� 2 sets of BDUs with all patches  
� 4 T-shirts ( black or military brown)   
� 1 BDU cover (hat) 
� 1 pair of combat boots – WELL BROKEN IN  
� Boot Blousers  
� 1 AF blue belt and subdued (black) buckle  

� 1 eighteen inch ruler  (cut off yard stick) 
� 1 pair of gym shoes  (NOT new) 
� 2 sets of gym/PT clothes  
� 1 long sleeve/long pants set of sweats  
� Raincoat/poncho (optional) 
� Shoeshine kit  
� Towel and washcloths  
� Individual toiletries (soap, shampoo, razor, 

foot powder)  
� Sunscreen  
� Shower shoes (flip flops)  
� Feminine hygiene products  
� Hairpins, hair-bands (females)  
� Laundry bag  
� Clothes hangers for all uniform pants/shirts 

(6-8)  
� Notebook and pen  
� Flashlight with new batteries  
� Sewing kit (optional) 
� Iron and starch - optional  
� Camera and film - optional  
� Any prescribed medications 
� Cell phone - optional

items are found, they WILL be confiscated, and depending on the item, may not be returned.   
Knives  
Matches, lighters, fire starters, fireworks  
Tobacco products of any kind  
Questionable reading material  
Non-prescription drugs  
Electronic entertainment devices  
Radios or I-pods   

More than $ 20.00 in cash  
Pagers  
Clocks (including wristwatches)  
Food of any kind (candy, chips, gum, 
etc.) Beverages of any kind, other than
